3. Length: The paper should be typed on A4-sized pages in portrait
orientation, limited to 4-10 pages (including figures, tables, and
references) and no more than 10,000 words.

4. References: List all sources cited in the study following the APA 7th
edition format.

v. Format: PDF file, maximum size 10MB.
vi. Participation and Team Formation:

vil. Research and Publication Ethics:
